Calculation of Percentage

üPercentage of marks can be calculated 
as follows:

üSubject wise : 9.5 x GP of the subject

üOverall : 9.5 x CGPA 



The year-end subject wise grades of a 

student in Class IX are to be calculated on 

the basis of grades obtained in all FAs and 

SAs in scholastic as well as co-scholastic 

areas.

Promotion to Class X

üStudent getting E1, E2, E1@ or E2@ in one or more scholastic subject(s) 

will have to improve his performance in one attempt ONLY.

If a student fails to obtain grade D, even after upgradation from co-scholastic 

areas, he will be required to repeat class IX.



SA1 = 30/90   AND   SA2 = 33/90

Promotion to Class X

SA1 = (30/90)*30 = 10/30       AND   SA2 = (33/90)*30 = 11/30

SA1 + SA2 = (10+11)/60 = 21/60  = (21/60)*100 = 35 %

IF  SA1 + SA2  >  25%  and Overall (FA1+FA2+SA1+FA3+FA4+SA2) > 33%

Then the student has passed in that subject



SA1 = 21/90   AND   SA2 = 25/90

Promotion to Class X

SA1 = (21/90)*30 = 7/30       AND   SA2 = (18/90)*30 = 6/30

SA1 + SA2 = (7+6)/60 = 13/60  = (13/60)*100 = 21.66 %

IF  SA1 + SA2  <  25%  , even if Overall (FA1+FA2+SA1+FA3+FA4+SA2) > 

33%

Then the student has not passed in that subject  and will get E1@ grade

Improvement Chance

After summative assessment II in 
class IX, 

a student will get only one more 
chance for improvement to 
obtain a qualifying grade D.
